The New York Next Step Program provides qualified Verizon associates the opportunity to earn an Associate Degree in Applied Science, with a focus on Telecommunications Technology, by attending classes at one of sixteen colleges throughout New York State. Whether you have registered for a previous semester or not, this is your ONLY opportunity to apply to start the program in the Fall 2012 semester. Registering for the Fall 2012 semester will NOT have ANY impact on your status for ANY previous semesters. Those who qualify for the Fall 2011 semester will get offer letters during the fall 2010.
All regular, full-time, non-management associates, who will have at least eight years of service on September 1, 2012 qualify for the 2012 academic year. Seniority status applies, with the Verizon NCSD controlling all selection for testing, program invitation and job placement.

In addition to applying during the open enrollment period, you must meet certain company and college benchmarks to remain eligible for consideration for the Next Step Program. College requirements begin with successfully completing all sections of a qualifying exam. The companion document, titled “Application Process” contains more information regarding these requirements.

Your application during this registration period is the first step in the qualification process for the Academic Year 2012. Remember, this is for a September 2012 academic start-up. Failure to provide the following information at the time you apply will prevent the registration site from generating a registration and confirmation number. The NSP requires the following information to set up your application document.

Your digital acceptance of the Authorization Form is required.  The Authorization Form allows colleges to provide specific information to HVCC and HVCC to report program status and summary information to Verizon.  Previously, a signed, paper copy of this form was required to be submitted along with your social security number in order for you to take the entrance test.  In response to your requests for greater security, we eliminated the paper Authorization Form.  You are now required to digitally accept the Authorization Form at the time you register or you will not be allowed to register.  The content of the form has not changed.  A copy of the Authorization Form can be found with the online registration form and can be printed for your records.

NEW- TO- CRAFT JOB SELECTION NOTE:  While this is sometime in the future, be aware of the impact of your choice. If you choose COT ONLY, there will be no Field Tech evaluation. Only the most senior candidates will receive COT offers, since there are few COT positions available. Therefore, when the qualifying period starts for this registration, if you are not among the most senior, you will be dropped from the candidate pool for the 2012 selection cycle. 

When you register by either application method, you will receive a confirmation number. Save it for future reference.  You need your confirmation number to change any of your selections during this enrollment cycle. With either application method, you have the choice to provide an e-mail address. The system will use the address to send you a confirmation of your registration information and the confirmation number.
